
MEETING OF THE WEST UNITY VILLAGE COUNCIL MINUTES 1-28-10
The regular meeting of the West Unity Village Council was brought to order by Mayor Bernath. With the following Council Members present: Tom Holsopple, Don Leu, Dave Chester, Ron Hausch, Dave Short and Tim Belding.  
CALL TO ORDER
OPENING PRAYER- Mayor Bernath                                                        
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE- led by Mayor Bernath
It was moved by Hausch. Seconded by Leu to approve the bills signed prior to the meeting. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.

Holsopple made a motion to accept 1-14-10 minutes w/correction noted regarding roll call vote for President of Council. Belding seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays.  Motion Carried. 

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS- Ryan Thompson-Lawyer, Pete Ladd- Bryan Times, Police Chief J.R. Jones, Kirk Thompson, Mark Nafziger, Geri Grube and Sara Ream-Huntington Insurance.
POLICE-

Chief Jones presented council with a letter in regards to the traffic enforcement of the school zone. He said he has consulted with the Mayor on the issue and extra steps have been taken such as the Ohio State Patrol assisted with traffic enforcement of that area for three days. Also, Bryan Police Dept. has let our department use their speed monitoring unit which displays the speed of vehicle traveling by and reminds the drivers of their speed. The unit will be placed at both ends of the school zone for a period of time. Chief Jones stated that the problem seems to be getting better with time and he reminded the public that the school regulates the hours of the 20 mph flashing lights; once these are working properly the traffic speed should be reduced.
LEGISLATIVE MATTER –
After discussion, Belding made a motion to accept BA option D8 for the employee Health Insurance renewal @ $56,004.24. This is a 2.44% savings from last year and the only change will be the deductible is 3,000/6,000 vs. 2000/6000; the Village will continue to reimburse thru a third party after the first $500 is met. Short seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.
Holsopple made a motion to complete the first reading of Resolution #1-2009-01. Belding seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.

Mayor Bernath read Resolution # 1-2009-01 by title only. A RESOLUTION AMENDING SECTIONS 135.03 (b)(1) OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF THE VILLAGE OF WEST UNITY, OHIO, ENTITLED “ SIDEWALK REIMBURSEMENT POLICY”  First reading Resolution # 1-2009-01 is complete.
ADMINISTRATOR REPORT-  
Mr. Mahlman’s report included the following: 1) Village maintenance workers are busy cleaning old water treatment plant. They are painting and installing shelves for water/sewer pipes. 2)  Rebuilding part of form trailer, should be finished by early next week 3) Cleaning ditch line beside wastewater plant. 4) Reported two water breaks last week one at Catherine/North Main and the other on Oak street in front of CTI. 5) The workers will be replacing two broken water valves in the spring. 6) Mr. Mahlman is currently working on low level mercury permit for wastewater and the customer consumer report for water. 7) Next meeting look forward to the final pay request and change order for the w/s line extensions on North 127, waiting for detail information-will be a resolution due to the need of a then-now purchase order over $3,000.
MAYOR REPORT- 
Mayor Bernath noted that the 2010 Statutory Authority sheet was included in the council packets, this list and assigns the committees for the year.
Mayor Bernath scheduled a Kissell committee meeting for February 25, 2010 @ 6:30 pm.

At this time, Village solicitor Ryan Thompson gave an update regarding the legal issue with Clint Zeedyk   and the removal of Village trees. He suggested the forestry committee take a look at the property in question.

CLERK REPORT-  
Fiscal Officer Beth Rediger asked for a records commission meeting. Mayor Bernath scheduled the meeting for February 25, 2010 @ 7:00 pm.  
Rediger notified council of training coming up in April – The Local Government Officials training is April 7 & 8, 2010 and the Ohio Municipal Clerks spring conference is April 20 & 21, 2010. Certified Public Records training will be offered at the OMCA spring conference and Rediger offered to represent those on council who are starting a new term and are required to attend or designate a person to attend the 3 hrs of training. She will be the designee for following councilmen: Don Leu, Dave Chester, Ron Hausch, and Dave Short.

COUNCIL REPORT- 
Short- inquired about fencing at the old school – to see if the Village could acquire to use at Memorial Park- Mr. Mahlman will check into it.

Leu- reminded council to consider sidewalk replacement issues.
Chester- asked why the old water tower does not have lighting. Mr. Mahlman replied that it has no electric available and it is under the height required by law.
