LEGISLATIVE MATTER –
Chester made a motion to complete the second reading of Resolution #1-2009-01R. Short seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.

Mayor Bernath read Resolution # 1-2009-01R by title only. A RESOLUTION AMENDING SECTIONS 135.03 (b)(1) OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF THE VILLAGE OF WEST UNITY, OHIO, ENTITLED “ SIDEWALK REIMBURSEMENT POLICY”   Second  reading Resolution # 1-2009-01R is complete.
ADMINISTRATOR REPORT-  
Mr. Mahlman’s report included the following: 1) Village maintenance workers fixed leak and are sealing up inside water tank on Vactor Truck 2) Comment for street committee that Roger Short does have some interest in the green building lot if town decides to sell it. 3) Snow plowing and hauling going well. 4) Fencing around the playground at the old school has been given to Little League. 
POLICE-

Chief Jones mentioned there is an ordinance for snow removal on village sidewalks that residents need to be aware of. Snow is to be removed in a reasonable time not to exceed 6 hours.

CLERK REPORT-  
Mentioned that councilmen Dave Short and Ron Hausch are interested in attending Ohio Municipal League training for new council members; she will create a line item in the current budget for this and council can discuss/set amount at next meeting.
COUNCIL REPORT- 
Chester- Thanked the village maintenance workers for their effort in snow removal.
Leu- inquired about using the brick from the old school to redo the Village Hall. Asked the village administrator to get quotes on a natural gas generator for the Village Hall.
Hausch-   thanked village workers for a good job on snow removal, relayed a resident’s question regarding the need for a four way stop on High & Church Streets- Mr. Mahlman replied it is needed because of school bus stop.

Short- workers did a good job on snow removal, commented he had noticed an improvement of traffic -speed at the new school. Inquired about future long term plans for the Village-projects such has a drainage study.
