
MEETING OF THE WEST UNITY VILLAGE COUNCIL MINUTES 2-25-10
The regular meeting of the West Unity Village Council was brought to order by Mayor Bernath. With the following Council Members present: Tom Holsopple, Don Leu, Dave Chester, Ron Hausch, Dave Short, and Tim Belding.  
CALL TO ORDER
OPENING PRAYER- Mayor Bernath                                                        
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE- led by Mayor Bernath
It was moved by Hausch. Seconded by Leu to approve the bills signed prior to the meeting. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.

Chester made a motion to accept 2-11-10 minutes.  Leu seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, except Holsopple and Belding who abstained due to absenteeism.  Motion Carried. 

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS- Ryan Thompson-Lawyer and Police Chief J.R. Jones
LEGISLATIVE MATTER –
Belding made a motion to suspend the three reading rule of Resolution # 07-2009-08R due to emergency status. Chester seconded. Vote on Motion: Leu-abstain, Hausch-yes, Short-yes, Belding-yes, Holsopple-yes, and Chester-yes. Motion carried.
Mayor Bernath read by title only Resolution # 07-2009-08R A RESOLUTION CLARIFYING RESOLUTION NO. 07-2009-08 AND DECLARING THE SAME TO BE AN EMERGENCY.

Belding made a motion to accept Resolution # 07-2009-08R. Holsopple seconded. 

At this time Hausch asked that a statement be included in the minutes upon which Village Solicitor Ryan Thompson wrote: Hausch and Short are voting on clarification only, noting to substance of original resolution as said members were not serving on council at that time. Vote on motion:  Hausch-yes, Short-yes, Belding-yes, Holsopple-yes, Chester-yes, Leu-abstain.
Hausch made a motion to suspend the three reading rule of Resolution # 2010-02 due to emergency status. Holsopple seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.

Mayor Bernath read by title only Resolution # 2010-02. A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE THEN AND NOW PURCHASE ORDER ISSUED 02/08/2010 AND DECLARING SUCH AN EMERGENCY.

Short made a motion to accept Resolution # 2010-02. Belding seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.

After discussion, Belding made a motion to accept Change order # 3 and make final payment (application # 6) to Underground Utilities, Inc. for the West Unity Water and Sanitary Sewer Extension to Turnpike. Holsopple seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.

Hausch made a motion to complete the third and final reading of Resolution #1-2009-01R. Leu seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.

Mayor Bernath read Resolution # 1-2009-01R by title only. A RESOLUTION AMENDING SECTIONS 135.03 (b) (1) OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF THE VILLAGE OF WEST UNITY, OHIO, ENTITLED “ SIDEWALK REIMBURSEMENT POLICY”   
Belding made a motion to pass Resolution #1-2009-01R. Holsopple seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.
ADMINISTRATOR REPORT-  
Mr. Mahlman’s report included the following: 1) Continued work on vactor truck which includes scraping, priming (with rust stop primer), and then maintenance will be sealing up the inside of the top tank. 2) Public Notice in the paper is in regards to an application for the modification of the low level mercury testing done at the sewer plant. 3) Racks for the water and sewer lines are complete and we will be installing them at the old water plant and relocating the lines inside when weather permits. 4) WEDCO update-the county as a whole is seeing some signs of activity in the business sector. 5) Tree city USA will be held Wednesday, April 21st at the Village of Ottawa. Please let the administrator know if anyone would like to attend. 6) Village did receive the letter from OPWC( Ohio Public Works Commission) in regards to the approval of the South Defiance Waterline Replacement in the amount of $27, 360( issue I) this budget will also be funded by $25,000 (CDBG grant). 7)  Attached a copy of water/sewer rate proposal per request.

*After some discussion, a Finance Committee meeting was scheduled on April 8th, 2010 @6:30pm to discuss village water/sewer rates.

MAYOR REPORT-
Next safety committee meeting is scheduled on March 11, 2010 @ 7:00 pm.

Mayor Bernath scheduled a street committee meeting for March 25, 2010 @ 6:30 pm. She also reminded council of Tree City USA on April 21, 2010 in Ottawa.

After discussion, and at the request of the state auditor, Hausch made a motion to approve the Kissell rental agreement. Belding seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.

CLERK REPORT- None

At this time, village solicitor Ryan Thompson gave a legal update regarding pending litigation with Clint Zeedyke – a resident whom illegally cut down village trees. Municipal court prosecutor Rhonda Fisher has advised the village to drop/dismiss the misdemeanor charge against the defendant if he agrees to pay all fines and replace the trees. It is council consensus to do so.
COUNCIL REPORT- 
Holsopple made a motion to send councilmen Leu, Short, and Hausch to Ohio Municipal League newly elected council training in Cleveland, OH on March 27, 2010. The Village will pay the $50 registration fee and one night lodging for each. Belding seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.
Short- asked the administrator about upcoming expenses in water and sewer. Mr. Mahlman replied as far as equipment the backhoe would be next for replacement. He would like to trade it for a new/newer one with front wheel assist. Second would be the vactor truck in about 5 years, he would look for a newer used model. Other than those two mentioned items the Village is good- noted the budget for sewer does include $6000-$8,000 per flygt pump.

Hausch – Thanked the village maintenance workers for their efforts in snow removal. He also noted that the police department has been addressing the snow removal issue on town sidewalks.
Leu- Scheduled a park committee meeting on March 10, 2010 @ 6:30 pm. Asked for prices and information regarding Welcome to West Unity signs.

Holsopple- noted Butch Headley will be contacting the village to repair the town clock.
