LEGISLATIVE MATTER –
Short made a motion to complete the 2nd reading of Resolution# 06-2011-02. Leu seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.
Mayor Bernath read by title only Resolution # 06-2011-02. A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE AMOUNTS AND RATES AS DETERMINED BY THE BUDGET COMMISSION AND AUTHORIZING THE NECESSARY TAX LEVIES AND CERTIFYING THEM TO THE COUNTY AUDITOR.

2nd Reading of Resolution # 06-2011-02 is complete.

ADMINISTRATOR REPORT-  
Items in Mr. Mahlman’s report included: 1) Siegel Exc. is working on completing the 127 sidewalk replacement 2) Maintenance workers are working on getting the Welcome to West Unity signs up 3) Asked for an executive session later to discuss employment of a part-time park director for the summer program.
POLICE- Chief Jones noted that the public auction of unclaimed bikes and other unneeded misc. items had brought in $94.
MAYOR REPORT- Mayor Bernath noted that the Welcome to West Unity signs are taking a little longer to put up due to replacing the posts which will be wrapped with vinyl or have vinyl sleeves over them. 
CLERK REPORT- Rediger noted that all the records approved for destruction by the Ohio Historical Society have been shredded in accordance with the Village’s record retention schedule.
VILLAGE SOLICITOR- Village Solicitor Ryan Thompson mentioned that he is waiting on a Corporate Resolution from Rails to Trails regarding the Wabash Park matter.
COUNCIL REPORT- 
Belding- Noted the front of the Village Hall is in need of a spruce up –such as a power wash and painting.
Leu- asked if items would be salvaged from the Green Duplex at 103 W. North St before demolition; Mr. Mahlman said the contractor removing the building will get the items in exchange for the work. Mr. Leu thanked the Omnibus Club for planting the flowers in and taking care of the planters uptown.
Hausch made a motion to enter into executive session @ 7:45 pm to discuss employment of personnel and employee discipline. Short seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.

Hausch made a motion to leave executive session at 8:45pm, Short seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.

Short made a motion to hire Noelle Chester as a part-time park director for the park program July 5- Aug 5, 2011 pay set per current payroll ordinance. Leu seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, except Dave Chester who abstained. Motion carried.
