CALL TO ORDER
The regular meeting of the West Unity Village Council was brought to order by Mayor Bernath. With the following Council Members present:  Don Leu, Tom Holsopple, Ron Hausch, Dave Chester, Dave Short, and Tim Belding.

It was moved by Hausch. Seconded by Short to approve the bills signed prior to the meeting. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.

Hausch made a motion to accept 5-26-11 council meeting minutes. Short seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes; except Holsopple and Leu who abstained due to absenteeism. Motion Carried.

LEGISLATIVE MATTER –
Hausch made a motion to complete the 3rd and Final Reading of Resolution# 05-2011-01. Belding seconded the motion. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.

Mayor Bernath read by title only Resolution # 05-2011-01. A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE VILLAGE OF WEST UNITY PERSONNEL POLICIES AND PROCEDURES MANUAL AS AMENDED MAY 12, 2011.
Belding made a motion to pass Resolution # 05-2011-01. Holsopple seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.

Chester made a motion to complete the 1st reading of Resolution# 06-2011-02. Hausch seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.
Mayor Bernath read by title only Resolution # 06-2011-02. A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE AMOUNTS AND RATES AS DETERMINED BY THE BUDGET COMMISSION AND AUTHORIZING THE NECESSARY TAX LEVIES AND CERTIFYING THEM TO THE COUNTY AUDITOR.

1ST Reading of Resolution # 06-2011-02 is complete.

Belding motion to suspend the three reading rule of Ordinance # 2011-08 due to emergency status. Chester seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.
Mayor Bernath read by title only Ordinance # 2011-08. AN ORDINANCE TO APPROVE, ADOPT AND ENACT THE 2011 REPLACEMENT PAGES TO THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES; TO REPEAL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH; TO PUBLISH THE ENACTMENT OF NEW MATTER; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

Hausch made a motion to pass Ordinance # 2011-08. Short seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.

Leu made a motion to suspend the three reading rule of Ordinance # 2011-09 due to emergency status. Holsopple seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.
Mayor Bernath read by title only Ordinance # 2011-09. AN ORDINANCE REPEALING CHAPTER 543 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES IN ITS ENTIRETY, ADOPTING NEW CHAPTER 543 TO THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES AND REPEALING SECTION 1305.06 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES IN ITS ENTIRETY; AND DECLARING THE SAME TO BE AN EMERGENCY.

Belding made a motion to pass Ordinance # 2011-09. Short seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.

ADMINISTRATOR REPORT-  
Items in Mr. Mahlman’s report included: 1) Maintenance workers have been busy completing brush clean up, preparing park for Unity Days, and mowing. 2) Aqua-line was in and found some water leaks throughout town; maintenance is investigating and plan on making necessary repairs. 3) Quotes for sidewalk replacement in front of the Post Office are in; the low quote is Hancock Construction @ $17,210.00(Other quote was Siegel  Exc. @ 19,315.00) After discussion, Chester made a motion to recommend that Maumee Valley Planning proceed with awarding the bid to Hancock Construction.4) Mr. Mahlman gave a sheet to council for review containing information on sidewalks in town. 5) Mr. Mahlman also supplied information on a contract with First Energy for a rate reduction at the village owned properties. Chester made a motion to allow the village administrator to sign and accept the contract with First Energy Solutions for the rates presented on the village owned properties. Short seconded.  Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.
POLICE- None, monthly report included in council packet.
MAYOR REPORT- Mayor Bernath asked for a report from the street committee which had met earlier. Councilman Short replied that the committee would like to recommend to council to demolish the green duplex at 103 W. North St; the village owns the property and the building. After discussion, Short made a formal motion to have the duplex torn down, Chester seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, except Leu who abstained. Motion carried. 
Mayor Bernath encourage everyone to attend Unity Days on June 10 &11, 2011.She also announced the senior meal at the Kissell Building on June 16, 2011@ 4:30pm-6:00pm. Mayor Bernath thanked the village workers, RupCol, and police department for their efforts during the recent storm involving down trees, power lines, and a hugh amount of brush to cleanup. Mayor Bernath mentioned that she had the opportunity to view the new turnpike plazas and they are state of the art facilities that will be a nice addition to the village. 
CLERK REPORT- Rediger noted that she would be out of the village office on June 16 & 17, 2011 as she is attending Ohio Treasurers training in Sandusky, OH. Also, she reminded council to bring their Codified Ordinance books into the village office for updating.
VILLAGE SOLICITOR- Village Solicitor Ryan Thompson noted that a clear survey has been attained for Wabash Park; he is just waiting to hear back from Rails to Trails regarding the matter.
COUNCIL REPORT- 
Leu- asked when Siegel Exc. is finishing the 127 sidewalk replacement. Mr. Mahlman said they are supposed to be completing the project soon. Leu also asked about the town signs, Mahlman replied that the village has them, just need to make some modifications to the posts – will be adding vinyl sleeves. Leu thanked maintenance supervisor Jim Eisel for giving the fourth graders a tour of the water & sewer plants. He also thanked Chief Jones for talking to the children at school regarding drugs & alcohol.
Chester- Thanked all the village employees for their cleanup efforts after the storm. Asked that the whole council be notified if there is a ribbon cutting ceremony at the new turnpike plazas. Also, noted the village needs to purchase a wet floor sign for the Kissell Building in case of spills.
Holsopple-Thanked everyone for the flowers and kind thoughts involving the passing of his brother.

Hausch- asked if there is a better way to mark Parkway Street, a lot of truck traffic is getting lost.  Mr. Mahlman said the village is posting more No Truck signs on the residential side streets in an effort to help with the problem. Mr. Hausch thanked the police department for serving the Ordinance violations so quickly.
Short-commended the village employees and the whole community for coming together and helping each other after storm –clearing down trees. Scheduled a tree committee meeting for June 23rd, 2011 @ 6:30 pm.
Belding- Also thanked everyone for their cleanup efforts after the storm. 
Mayor Bernath scheduled a street committee meeting for June 15, 2011 @ 7:00 pm.
