The regular meeting of the West Unity Village Council was brought to order by Mayor Bernath. With the following Council Members present: Tom Holsopple, Don Leu, Dave Chester, Ron Hausch, Dave Short, and Tim Belding.  
CALL TO ORDER

It was moved by Chester. Seconded by Holsopple to approve the bills signed prior to the meeting. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.

Hausch made a motion to accept 2-25-10 minutes.  Short seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.

LEGISLATIVE MATTER – None
ADMINISTRATOR REPORT-  
Mr. Mahlman’s report included the following: 1) noted he had attended Underground Pipe & Valve meter reading class on March 10th in Ft. Wayne; he obtained good information/updates on the Village system. Currently the village uses narrow band and in future will need to switch to wide band –the cost is $2500 to $3500 now, but he believes this price will be reduced. 2) Customer Consumer Report (CCR) work continues, should be mailed out by end of March. 3) Maintenance workers will be getting cold mix and stone - filling various potholes/low spots around town.4) Finished coating vactor truck with rust preventer. 5) Worked on maintenance of plows (cutting edges, welding large plow blade, etc.)
Councilman Belding asked about the maintenance workers trying to attain water/sewer licensing? Mr. Mahlman said he had given two of them applications and strongly urged them to try as there currently is no fee for the testing.

POLICE- Monthly report included in council packets.
MAYOR REPORT-
Mayor Bernath announced that the West Unity Chamber will be hosting a business after hour’s event at the West Unity Pizza Oven on March 18th @ 5:30 pm. 

Mayor Bernath presented a letter from the Arbor Day Foundation naming West Unity a Tree City USA community in 2009; this is the twenty-fourth year West Unity has earned this national designation. Mr. Mahlman noted West Unity is third in the area for being involved the longest with Tree City. Mayor Bernath reminded council that 2016 will be the 30th anniversary date and that the Village is scheduled to host the Tree City USA event.
CLERK REPORT- None

COUNCIL REPORT- 
Chester- mentioned a resident had commented to him – thanking the village maintenance workers for their efforts in snow removal. Rescheduled a park committee meeting for 6:00 pm on 3/25/10.
Leu- Asked for prices and information regarding Welcome to West Unity signs. Noted the blue business signs by Egly Street are loose.
Hausch-noted parking along N. Main across from Kissell Building needs stone. He asked for legal update regarding pending litigation with Clint Zeedyke- a resident whom illegally cut down village trees. Mr. Thompson –village solicitor responded Mr. Zeedyke has attained another attorney and that is all he can say at this point as Municipal court prosecutor Rhonda Fisher is handling the matter.
Short- asked Mr. Mahlman to keep a maintenance log/ chart of repairs for each village vehicle/piece of equipment. Also inquired about pamphlets to promote West Unity; Mayor Bernath noted the West Unity Chamber takes care of this. Mr. Mahman works with Wedco and the director of that organization Diamond Zimmerman is very active in trying to attract business to West Unity.

Belding- noted street sign at Maple & Jackson St is missing and the stop sign at Madison & North Street is down.  Chief Jones noted the stop sign had been hit and torn from the asphalt it was embedded in.

Holsopple made a motion @ 7:50 pm to enter into executive session for possible land acquisition - to include the village solicitor, police chief, and village administrator; Chester seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.

Leu made a motion @8:11pm to return to regular session, Hausch seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.
