
MEETING OF THE WEST UNITY VILLAGE COUNCIL MINUTES 4-8-10
The regular meeting of the West Unity Village Council was brought to order by Mayor Bernath. With the following Council Members present: Tom Holsopple, Don Leu, Dave Chester, Ron Hausch, Dave Short, and Tim Belding.  
CALL TO ORDER

It was moved by Hausch. Seconded by Short to approve the bills signed prior to the meeting. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.

LEGISLATIVE MATTER – 
Hausch made a motion to complete the first reading of Ordinance # 2010-03. Holsopple seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.
Mayor Bernath read by title only Ordinance # 2010-03. AN ORDINANCE

AUTHORIZING THE ADVERTISEMENT FOR BIDS AND SALE OF REAL ESTATE PURSUANT TO REVISED CODE SECTIONS 721.01 & 721.03.

First reading of Ordinance #2010-03.

ADMINISTRATOR REPORT- Mr. Mahlman was absent – but had notes available.
Mr. Mahlman’s notes included the following: 1) He spoke with Mike Pascall and they plan on being back in town sometime in April to do seeding and cleaning on the Lincoln Street drainage project. 2) He spoke with Don Williams (the guy in charge of the demolition of the school) to ask about the purchase of some or all of the concrete and brick grinding. He stated he would charge the Village around $3.50 to $4.00 per ton of either concrete or brick, not delivered and $4.50 per ton delivered. He stated he did get results back for the material as being certified and therefore he is going to speak with the school and try to put most of the grindings back in the ground. He stated he believes he would have about 3,000 to 5,000 tons of grinding (brick and concrete combined) after filling in the hole. 3) Lift station on South Liberty is back to full working capacity. We are only working on getting a float to work properly for the alternating of pumps. 4) FYI- The Village will be getting the dura patcher from the county for one day next week. We have a few spots of notice, please get me a list. We will only have the machine for one day so if you can prioritize any concerns. 5) Reminder Big Trash is May 10th- 13th and we will be flushing Hydrants May 3rd -7th.  Flyers will be up beginning next week. 6) Information- the Fire Dept. will be doing vehicle crash simulations on the weekend of April 16th on Industrial Drive. The Fire dept. will be using the Village backhoe to pile the cars. Jim Eisel will be driving the backhoe for insurance purposes. 7) Mahlman has ordered trees to go to the addresses that the stumps were ground out last year. They should arrive within a week or so (North Branch Nursery had the best prices). 8) Please give thought on the trailers Jim Eisel would like to replace. He would fit the setback from the right of way, rear, and sides. He would just like Council’s blessing.

MAYOR REPORT-

Mayor Bernath reminded council of upcoming Tree City USA award event in Ottawa on April 14, 2010. If any councilmen wish to attend they need to let village administrator know at the end of meeting, so that the registration can be paid and sent in.
Mayor Bernath noted that the park committee had met earlier; and at this time, Chester made a motion to continue the summer recreation program with Mary Benner as park director –wages to remain the same but increase the expense budget $100 for 2010. 
Mayor Bernath then asked for report from the street committee which also met earlier; after discussion and on recommendation of the street committee council gave consensus for Mr. Mahlman to check into acquiring brick from the old school to replace limestone on the Village Hall.

Leu made a motion to advertise for sealed bids in the sale of property at 103 W. North Street. Hausch seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried. Village solicitor Ryan Thompson will bring legal documentation needed for the sale of said property to the next regular meeting.  
CLERK REPORT- announced an exit audit meeting has been scheduled for Wednesday March 31st, 2010 @ 8:00 am.  Mayor Bernath, Council President Tom Holsopple, Beth Rediger- Fiscal Officer, and Randy Mahlman- Village Administrator will meet with the state auditors at this time.
Rediger  mentioned that she will be absent from the next council meeting due to attendance of the Local Government Conference in Columbus April 7th & 8th , 2010.
COUNCIL REPORT- 
Chester- mentioned that garden spot are still available for village residents – the garden lots are located at the sewer plant and residents may sign up for them at the Village Hall.
Leu- Asked when village tree stumps will be removed, Mr. Mahlman stated he is waiting to receive one more quote. Leu noted Lincoln St. needs final seeding completed- Mr. Mahlman will call the project contractor to do so. Also, the water tower by Kamco needs weeded. 
Hausch- reminded council of Finance committee meeting scheduled for April 8th, 2010 @ 6:30 pm.
Short- noted the Village Hall looks a lot better since it has been pressure washed.
Belding- asked if all village vehicles were up to par; Mahlman replied all maintenance has been completed. Questioned if village tree farm had survived the winter; Mr. Mahlman said all but a few look fine – will have to wait and see when leaves form.
