
MEETING OF THE WEST UNITY VILLAGE COUNCIL MINUTES 4-22-10
The regular meeting of the West Unity Village Council was brought to order by Mayor Bernath. With the following Council Members present: Tom Holsopple, Don Leu, Dave Chester, Ron Hausch, Dave Short, and Tim Belding.  
CALL TO ORDER
OPENING PRAYER- Mayor Bernath                                                        
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE- led by Mayor Bernath
It was moved by Chester. Seconded by Hausch to approve the bills signed prior to the meeting. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.

Holsopple made a motion to accept 4-8-10 minutes.  Hausch seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried. 

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS- Jim Eisel, Ryan Thompson-Lawyer, and Marcy Ducat- Bryan Times 
Jim Eisel approached council regarding replacement of trailers on his property at 106 S. Liberty, he presented pictures and information on the new trailers. Council gave consensus to allow the replacement, as the new trailers will meet current setbacks and regulations. Mr. Eisel will have 14 days to put the new trailers in once the old are removed; this time may be extended due to weather or other circumstances at the administrator’s discretion. Mayor Bernath noted that per the ordinance section once the old trailers are moved they need to be taken completely off the premise not just put on the side.

Second reading of Ordinance #2010-03 is completed.
ADMINISTRATOR REPORT-
 Mr. Mahlman’s notes included the following: 1) The Village has planted 11 trees in places where stumps have been ground out. The Village still has a few on the list (2 on Lincoln street corner and 1 on 127 N. – Leu property). The trees will be addressed in the fall when the season is done and village can ensure they didn’t miss any. He would like to wait until the Village gets groups of five as the price is better. The trees purchased and put in were approved last year by the tree commission. The next batch of trees will likely be medium trees instead of the large ones just received. 2) Durra patching went well, but did not get through all of the areas on the list. He will try to get the durra patcher again later this year. Street committee: Please take a good look at Pine Street as a whole- it needs another layer of chip n seal (it has never been paved). 3) Knead for Therapy will be redoing a portion of their siding in the near future. 4) Rails to Trails investors would like to have a meeting with 15-20 people to discuss Wabash Park and other issues. Is there a good time to meet? End of April, 1st week of May is what NORTA is shooting for. Jay Buddy –NORTA would like to met with representatives from the village, school, and the county. Mayor Bernath suggested May 5th, 2010 as a meeting date in the Village council room. 5) Map for street committee- possible development on Parkway just north of Church St. - (Duplex-Caleb Jackson) 6) Tree City USA- went well – Mr. Mahlman and councilman Ron Hausch learned a few things that may be implemented in the future such as: pruning classes, hazardous tree recognition classes, work day in park, etc.
POLICE- None
MAYOR REPORT-

Mayor Bernath suggested that the Village allow the West Unity Chamber of Commerce use of Memorial Park for the Rt. 127 Parade of Garage Sales in August. Ron Hausch made a motion to grant use of the park to the Chamber. Holsopple seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.
CLERK REPORT- 
Rediger updated council on training information attained at Annual Local Government Conference and Ohio Municipal Clerk’s Association Spring Conference; she thanked council for the opportunity to attend and for the use of the village vehicle.

Rediger informed council that the 1.00 mill park levy will expire in tax year 2010. The last year for collection of this levy will be calendar year 2011. The first opportunity to have this levy on the ballot is during the November 2, 2010 general election. 

After discussion, Belding made a motion to file the proper paperwork to place the 1.00 mill park levy on the November 2, 2010 general election. Hausch seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried. 
COUNCIL REPORT- 
Hausch- noted a tree from Tree City USA has been planted between ball diamonds # 4 & 5 at Memorial Park.
Leu- scheduled a park committee meeting for April 29th, 2010 @ 5:30pm. Mr. Leu presented the Village Administrator with a list of sidewalks that need repaired or replaced along Church & Jackson Streets.
