
MEETING OF THE WEST UNITY VILLAGE COUNCIL MINUTES 4-22-10
The regular meeting of the West Unity Village Council was brought to order by Mayor Bernath. With the following Council Members present: Tom Holsopple, Don Leu, Dave Chester, Ron Hausch, Dave Short, and Tim Belding.  
CALL TO ORDER
OPENING PRAYER- Mayor Bernath                                                        
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE- led by Mayor Bernath
It was moved by Chester. Seconded by Hausch to approve the bills signed prior to the meeting. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.

Holsopple made a motion to accept 4-8-10 minutes.  Hausch seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried. 

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS-  Jim Eisel, Ryan Thompson-Lawyer, and Marcy Ducat- Bryan Times 
LEGISLATIVE MATTER – 
Hausch made a motion to complete the first reading of Ordinance # 2010-03. Holsopple seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.
Mayor Bernath read by title only Ordinance # 2010-03. AN ORDINANCE

AUTHORIZING THE ADVERTISEMENT FOR BIDS AND SALE OF REAL ESTATE PURSUANT TO REVISED CODE SECTIONS 721.01 & 721.03.

First reading of Ordinance #2010-03 is completed.
ADMINISTRATOR REPORT-
 Mr. Mahlman was absent – but had notes available. Mr. Mahlman’s notes included the following: 1) He spoke with Mike Paschal and they plan on being back in town sometime in April to do seeding and cleaning on the Lincoln Street drainage project. 2) He spoke with Don Williams (the guy in charge of the demolition of the school) to ask about the purchase of some or all of the concrete and brick grinding. He stated he would charge the Village around $3.50 to $4.00 per ton of either concrete or brick, not delivered and $4.50 per ton delivered. He stated he did get results back for the material as being certified and therefore he is going to speak with the school and try to put most of the grindings back in the ground. He believes he would have about 3,000 to 5,000 tons of grinding (brick and concrete combined) after filling in the hole. 3) Lift station on South Liberty is back to full working capacity. We are only working on getting a float to work properly for the alternating of pumps. 4) FYI- The Village will be getting the dura patcher from the county for one day next week. We have a few spots of notice, please get me a list. We will only have the machine for one day so if you can prioritize any concerns. 5) Reminder Big Trash is May 10th- 13th and we will be flushing Hydrants May 3rd -7th.  Flyers will be up beginning next week. 6) Information- the Fire Dept. will be doing vehicle crash simulations on the weekend of April 16th on Industrial Drive. The Fire Dept. will be using the Village backhoe to pile the cars. Jim Eisel will be driving the backhoe for insurance purposes. 7) Mahlman has ordered trees to go to the addresses that the stumps were ground out last year. They should arrive within a week or so (North Branch Nursery had the best prices). 8) Please give thought on the trailers Jim Eisel would like to replace. He would fit the setback from the right of way, rear, and sides. He would just like Council’s blessing.
POLICE- 
Chief Jones submitted a letter of resignation from part-time police officer Michelle Keller. Chief Jones also informed council of issues with the police radios and repeater, the office will need a new antenna- cost is approximately $500. 
Upon the recommendation of Chief Jones, councilman Belding made a motion to end the probationary period of patrolman Jason Raymond retro to the effective date of March 29, 2010-pay will be according to the current payroll ordinance. Holsopple seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.
Chief Jones advised council of upcoming training courses for the police officers.
MAYOR REPORT-

Mayor Bernath announced that if anyone is interested in a garden spot down by the village barn, please call the village office and have your name added to the list. Those who had gardens last year will be able to have the same spot as last year. 
After discussion, council decided not to hire a part-time summer worker at this time. If there is a need later in the year they will discuss it at that time. Mayor Bernath requested that council make a decision on rather or not to keep/pay for the limestone cap removed from the old school. Chester made a motion and Leu seconded to keep the limestone cap in case they decide to use it in the future. Vote on Motion: Holsopple – no, Leu-yes, Chester-yes, Hausch-yes, Short-yes, Belding-yes. Motion carried.
Mayor Bernath noted the 2008/2009 audit went well and cost is under the estimate. She rescheduled the finance committee meeting for April 22, 2010 @ 6:30 pm and scheduled a Safety committee meeting for May 13th, 2010 @6:30 pm. 

The park committee suggested a sidewalk be put in at the park from the road near the new shelter house to the bridge. The park committee will meet again on April 15th, 2010 @ 6:00 pm at the new shelter house to look into the idea and make recommendations to full council.
CLERK REPORT- absent from the council meeting due to attendance of the Local Government Conference in Columbus.
COUNCIL REPORT- 
Short- stated that council needed to discuss stone at the school, how much the village should purchase. Short made a motion to buy a maximum of 2500 ton of the crushed concrete not to exceed $4.50 a ton. Belding seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays.
Hausch- concerned about pile of old concrete behind the Dielman building on S. Liberty, Chief Jones will look into. Mr. Hausch thanked the Village for the opportunity to attend council training in Cleveland.

Leu- scheduled a street committee meeting for April 29th, 2010 @ 6:00pm. Mr. Leu had questions regarding when the census was coming to town. Mayor advised she would have the village administrator check on it. Mr. Leu noted some flags are missing from town poles, Chief Jones advised one has been retrieved. Leu suggested council think about whether or not to open the park to campers during the 127 Garage Sales- council will decide and discuss later.  
Leu then made a motion to spend up to $500 for crushed brick for a walkway at the park. Holsopple seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried. Leu discussed notifying property owners on Church Street and Main Street of sidewalks to be replaced. Chief Jones mentioned a program that Montpelier has in place regarding sidewalk replacement. The sidewalk committee will present names to the village administrator of sidewalks that need to be replaced.
Chester- the Little League doesn’t have any storage. What would the possibility of using the new shelter house for concessions and using the current concession stand as storage? The Mayor suggested the Little League buy a storage building and the Village allow them to place it in the park. It was requested that the water fountains be turned on in the park.

Holsopple- questioned Chief Jones about the new storm drain and whether or not there were any issues. Short drove around for an hour last night and there is a bale of straw over a catch basin on W. North St. –west of Lincoln St. otherwise everything was draining well.
