The regular meeting of the West Unity Village Council was brought to order by Mayor Bernath. With the following Council Members present: Tom Holsopple, Don Leu, Dave Chester, Ron Hausch, Dave Short, and Tim Belding.

It was moved by Hausch. Seconded by Leu to approve the bills signed prior to the meeting. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.

Holsopple made a motion to accept 5-13-10 minutes.  Belding seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.

LEGISLATIVE MATTER – 
Hausch made a motion to complete the second reading of Ordinance # 2010-04. Chester seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried. 

Mayor Bernath read by title only Ordinance # 2010-04. AN ORDINANCE AMMENDING SECTION 901.23(e) OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF WEST UNITY, OHIO.

Second reading of Ordinance #2010-04 is complete.

Holsopple made a motion to suspend the three reading rule of Ordinance # 2010-05 due to emergency status. Belding seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes; No Nays. Motion carried.

Mayor Bernath read by title only Ordinance # 2010-05. AN ORDINANCE TO APPROVE, ADOPT AND ENACT THE 2010 REPLACEMENT PAGES TO THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES; TO REPEAL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH; TO PUBLISH THE ENACTMENT OF NEW MATTER; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.
Belding made a motion to pass Ordinance # 2010-05. Holsopple seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.

Belding made a motion to suspend the three reading rules of Resolution # 05-2010-04 due to emergency status. Hausch seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.

Mayor Bernath read by title only Resolution # 05-2010-04. A RESOLUTION DECLARING IT NECESSARY TO LEVY A TAX IN EXCESS OF THE TEN MILL LIMITATION
Hausch made a motion to pass Resolution # 05-2010-04. Short seconded. Vote on motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.

ADMINISTRATOR REPORT- absent, attending ODJFS training. - submitted following report prior:
Mr. Mahlman’s notes included the following: 1) Fence is up at Memorial Park around the bridge. 2) Hydrant on S. Main near Wheeler resident has a broken bonnet (cap) will be repaired as soon as part comes in. 3) Street committee look at light placement on 20A going towards new school (review handouts/map before next meeting). 4) Included finance charts on water/sewer rates (review for Finance meeting). 5) Should be finished getting stone from the old school this week. 6) Maintenance is working on leveling & adding stone to the parking lot area north of the Police station. 7) The maintenance workers are currently mixing the Village’s dirt pile while waiting on a load from McCullough Excavating. The Village dirt pile needs mixed in order to get it to dry up   not clump; the dirt will then be used on the Leigh/S. Liberty corner.

MAYOR REPORT-   
The Mayor presented a letter to council, inviting them to attend a presentation at Kamco on June 9th, 2010 at 10:30-10:45 am. Kamco will be receiving a Delivery Award; the president of the Company will be speaking.
At this time, council reviewed a legal opinion provided by Village solicitor Ryan Thompson regarding the viability of the Village purchasing materials or supplies from a business currently owned and operated by a Village Council member. Mr. Thompson summarized by saying without question he would strongly advise against entering into any such arrangements whereby the Village makes purchases from a council member’s business.

CLERK REPORT- reminded council to bring their Ordinance books to the Village office for updates. Rediger asked Mayor & council to sign a letter of support for a scholarship application to Kent State Master Municipal Clerk Development Program in October, 2010; Mayor and council members all signed. 
COUNCIL REPORT- 
Leu- mentioned that the Park committee had met earlier and discuss allowing camping within Memorial Park for the US 127 “World’s Longest Yard Sale” – the Village has sufficient liability coverage and the committee will work on setting up rules. 
After review of an engineering estimate, Leu made a motion to replace the Basketball court at Memorial Park. Chester seconded the motion. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.

Hausch- Noted he will be absent for the July 8th, 2010 council meeting.

Chester- noted the village needs to purchase a restroom sign for the new shelter house at Memorial Park.
