MINUTES 9-23-10
The regular meeting of the West Unity Village Council was brought to order by Mayor Bernath. With the following Council Members present: Tom Holsopple, Don Leu, Ron Hausch, Dave Chester, Dave Short, and Tim Belding Sr. 
CALL TO ORDER
OPENING PRAYER- Mayor Bernath                                                        
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE- led by Mayor Bernath
It was moved by Chester.  Seconded by Hausch to approve the bills signed prior to the meeting. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.

Holsopple made a motion to accept 9-9-10 minutes. Leu seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, except Short whom abstained due to absenteeism. No Nays. Motion Carried.
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS- Ryan Thompson-Lawyer, Kirk Thompson, Jim & Pam Eisel, Rebecca Miller- Bryan Times, and Pam Graber- Village Reporter.
LEGISLATIVE MATTER – None
ADMINISTRATOR REPORT- Mr. Mahlman was absent but handed out notes prior; Mr. Mahlman’s notes included the following: 

1) Maintenance workers have been busy ripping up concrete at Memorial Park (basketball court), Hancock hopes to get done by Saturday 2) Big Trash pickup will be for two days; October 7th & 8th. All items need to be out by Oct. 6th. Flyers will be hung up next week. 3) South Defiance waterline project will start next week.
Mayor Bernath noted that Mr. Mahlman and she had met with Toledo Edison earlier; information was included in the council packets. Toledo Edison has proposed a 9yr contract that would result in a 6% reduction for residents and 4% for commercial customers. After discussion, council decided to schedule a meeting in November with Toledo Edison representatives.
POLICE- None. Chief Jones reminded council of a safety committee meeting for October 14th, 2010 @ 6:30pm. 
MAYOR REPORT- 
Mayor Bernath requested an executive session to consider the sale of property by competitive bid (real or personal property) if disclosure of the information would result in a competitive advantage to the other side. Councilman Belding moved to enter into executive session @ 7:40 pm for the purpose mentioned. Holsopple seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.
Leu made a motion to return to regular session @ 7:47 pm. Hausch seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion carried.

Holsopple made a motion to reject all bids for the sale of property at 103 West North Street. Hausch seconded. Vote on Motion: Short-yes, Belding-yes, Holsopple-yes, Chester-yes, Leu-abstain, and Hausch-yes. Motion carried. The property at 103 West North Street will not be sold at this time.
CLERK REPORT-   Rediger asked for a Kissell Committee meeting to include herself and Deputy Clerk Kim Grime. Committee members discussed and scheduled the Kissell meeting for Tuesday, Sept. 28th, 2010 @ 4:30 pm.
