CALL TO ORDER
OPENING PRAYER- Mayor Bernath                                                        
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE- led by Mayor Bernath
It was moved by Holsopple.  Seconded by Belding to approve the bills signed prior to the meeting. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.

Holsopple made a motion to accept 8-26-10 regular minutes with changes in visitor recognition section. Leu seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, except Chester whom abstained due to absenteeism. No Nays. Motion Carried.
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS- Ryan Thompson-Lawyer, Rebecca Miller- Bryan Times, and Pam Graber- Village Reporter.
LEGISLATIVE MATTER – 
After discussion, Hausch made a motion to suspend the three readings rule of Resolution #09-2010-11 due to emergency status. Chester seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried. 

Mayor Bernath read by title only Resolution # 09-2010-11.  A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ADMINISTRATOR, RANDY MAHLMAN, TO PREPARE AND SUBMIT AN APPLICATION TO PARTICIPATE IN THE OHIO PUBLIC WORKS COMMISSION STATE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT AND/OR LOCAL TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM(S) AND TO EXECUTE CONTRACTS AS REQUIRED AND DECLARING IT AN EMERGENCY.
Belding made a motion to pass Resolution # 09-2010-11. Chester seconded. Vote on Motion: All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.

ADMINISTRATOR REPORT-
Mr. Mahlman’s notes included the following: 

1)  First pour for new sidewalk at Memorial Park has been completed; the rest of the   sidewalk should be done by the end of next week. 2) Received EPA requirements and recommendation letter-gave to council to review. The village maintenance workers will be working on completing all EPA concerns. 3) Rails to Trails has been cleared and completed; with stone added. 
POLICE- included reports in council packets. Chief Jones scheduled a safety committee meeting for October 14th, 2010 @ 6:30pm. Mayor Bernath noted new carpet has been installed in the police department; she encouraged the council members to check it out.
MAYOR REPORT- 
Mayor Bernath noted that she had no report at this time, but asked the village solicitor to update council on the Turnpike annexation.  Mr. Thompson- Village Solicitor told council that the county commissioners have approved the Turnpike Annexation but there is a 60 day waiting period per the Ohio Revised Code for the council to officially adopt by resolution; then the Fiscal Officer must record all documents.
